	Candidate Guides: on CD or on-line?


For the 2011-2012 teaching year onwards CPCAB is considering whether or not to stop issuing our Candidate Guides (CGs) on CDs
 and instead to make these guides available on-line only. This would be done via the issuing (to each candidate) of an individual username/password website log-in, from where the candidates could view, download and/or print a copy of the CG concerned.
The advantages of switching to this new form of CG deliver would include:

· The on-line CG would always be the most up-to-date version.

· Some new computer-like devices – e.g. Apple’s iPad – don’t include CD drives, whereas all computers and similar provide for accessing the internet.
· The creation of an individualised CPCAB website log-in (for each individual candidate) will allow for the possible future provision of individualised CPCAB services to candidates.
· CDs can be lost, whereas an online access point can’t be.

The disadvantages of switching to this new form of CG deliver might include:

· Not all candidates may currently have an email address (to which CPCAB could send an individual log-in username and password).
· Not all candidates may currently have easy access to the internet.
· Some candidates may prefer to have a tangible CD in their hands, as distinct from a more ‘intangible’ website log-in.
